Course Description:
Spanish IV H is an application of skills acquired in Spanish I-III.  Students should have mastered with relative accuracy basic grammatical structures and vocabulary.  We will review grammatical concepts and continue to deepen student understanding of more advanced concepts and finer details of the language. We will use literature, art, culture, current topics, and movies as a way to study and learn in a more meaningful way about the language, history and culture. 

By the end of this course student will be more familiar with several prominent authors, artists, 
and literary works. We will continue to work on all 4 skills necessary for fluency in a second language: 
listening, speaking, reading, and writing.  Students will be able to express an oral or written message 
in a comprehensible way and will be able to comprehend the pertinent information conveyed in an oral
 or written message. This course will prepare students for entering AP Spanish Language next year.

Self, family, stereotypes, social issues, history and politics, Latin American/Spanish art & music, 
celebrations, machismo and the role of the woman, literary themes
