Topics Covered: This course will give students further experiences with statistical information and summaries, methods of designing and conducting statistical studies, and opportunity to analyze various voting processes, modeling of data, basic financial decisions, and use network models for making informed decisions. 

Assignments: Assignments will be given and checked regularly.  All work must be shown to receive credit.   Students will receive full credit, half credit, or no credit for the assignments; this is based on completion only.  

Quizzes, Tests:  ALL work must be shown to receive credit, and quizzes and tests must be completed in pencil.

Final Exam: This is a comprehensive test and project covering this semester only. It will contain problems similar to those found on quizzes and tests, as well as previous projects.  

TAG, Field Trips, TDE, etc.:  The student is responsible for work missed.  Since these are prearranged, you must have your assignment on the normal due date.

Make-up work: MAKE-UP WORK IS THE STUDENT’S RESPONSIBILITY! 
	Upon returning to school following an absence, it is the student’s responsibility to obtain make-up work. ***Students can refer to the “I was absent! – AMDM” basket to obtain all missed handouts, and students may obtain missed class notes and additional assignments from a classmate.

· The student will be given the same amount of time to make up the work as the student was absent unless other arrangements are mutually agreed upon. 
· The student will receive the actual grade on the make-up work if the absence is “excused”.  Make-up work for “unexcused” absences may be reduced by 10%.  Make-up work submitted late will receive a zero.  
· If a student is absent only 1 day when a test/quiz is given, the student should be prepared to complete the test/quiz in class upon his/her return to class.  If a student is absent the day an assignment is due, the student should be prepared to turn it in upon his/her return. 

Recovery:  Opportunities designed to allow a student to improve his/her overall class average will be allowed when all work required to date has been completed and the student has demonstrated a legitimate effort to meet ALL course requirements. Legitimate effort is defined as completion of ALL assignments as well as seeking extra help from the teacher.  You should be your own advocate in this process by contacting the teacher for recovery.  All recovery work must be completed within 10 school days prior to the semester’s end.	
Expectations for students:

· Be prepared (notebook, paper, pencil, assignment/homework)
· Be respectful (of yourself, others, and property)
