Course Description:  Third Year Spanish emphasizes the fundamental skills of understanding, speaking, reading and writing Spanish with a heavy emphasis on oral proficiency and writing.  There will be writing assessments (½ page -1 page) and independent reading in preparation for Fourth Year Honors. Culture will be integrated throughout the course.  Students will be expected to use Spanish in the classroom.

Topics: Cultural themes, personal traits, friendships, fashion, household chores, family, our community, the environment, animals, outdoor sports, graduation/ professions/ the future, holidays and traditions 
Materials needed:  You are required to have a Spanish notebook and a Spanish/English dictionary.   Your notebook may be a 1 ½ binder (plan to hole punch hand outs) or a spiral notebook with pockets. You will need to bring your Spanish notebook, textbook, and a pen or pencil everyday!

Evaluation:  

Your grade in this class will be determined by the following criteria:

· 35% oral assessments & daily participation:    Your grade will be determined by your ability and willingness to communicate in the target language and to comprehend what is being said. A variety of evaluations such as listening assessments, role-plays, individual presentations, and class and group discussions will be used to assess your oral/aural abilities. The listening and the speaking portions of the unit tests will be counted under oral assessments.  

· 35% written assessments.  This includes grammar and vocabulary quizzes, reflective writing, and projects. The written portion (reading, grammar, vocabulary, and writing portions) of the unit tests will be counted under this section.
· 10% homework   - Expect daily assignments. Homework is an integral part of the learning process.  

· 20% comprehensive final exam.

 Tests: There will be one test for each chapter and they will always be announced. 

Quizzes: They will be short and normally focus on one topic or area. Some will be announced and others will not. Therefore, it is important to always be prepared.

Homework: All homework is to be done neatly or it must be typed. Exercises from the book will need to be done and completed on a separate sheet of paper. If you write it in the book, you will need to come to back work to redo it. Assignments that consist of more than one paper must be stapled. 
Due to budgetary constraints Fulton County is no longer providing individual workbooks to students. I will be posting copies of the workbook on www.chshub.com and on https://sites.google.com/site/ferrerdevalero  IT WILL BE THE RESPONSIBILITY OF EACH STUDENT TO PRINT THE WORKBOOK PAGES REQUIRED FOR EACH LESSON AND BRING THEM TO CLASS. 

Furthermore, it is the student’s responsibility to hand in assignments on time. No late homework will be accepted. 

Participation: Please, come to class prepared and ready to hold up your end of the conversation! Optimal participation includes – but it is not limited to-  bring all materials to class; use of Spanish; be attentive in class by listening, raising hand, not taking out of turn, willingness to participate; cooperation to group work; and respect towards the class and your peers. Being present in class is not enough.

Students will frequently be asked to work in pairs or small groups, either in class or outside classroom. Class cooperative group activities will last 10-15 minutes. The teacher will assign different roles to students (e.g., reader, checker, recorder, and material manager) to ensure that each student makes a contribution to the group’s activity. It is important for the group members to help each other to understand what they are learning, and for each person to contribute. Each student is responsible for learning the material; even though, they are working in group. Groups will be asked to turn in a list of each student’s contribution to the final product. So, product’s grade will be composed of two grades: group grade (50%) and individual grade (50%).

Make up Policy: It is the student’s responsibility to make up any missed assignments (activities, quizzes, tests, or projects). You may always contact me via e-mail (ferrerdevalero@fultonschools.org) when you are sick at home to get the missed work. You will be given two opportunities to make up a quiz or test before it becomes a zero. Late assignments, with penalties, will be accepted when deemed appropriate. Attendance to class is vital. An absence removes a student from active classroom participation and cannot always be replaced with a make up session.

1. Upon returning to class after an absence, you must review with teacher missing work.

2. Missed homework due to an absence will be handed in the next day.

3. Missed work such as tests, quizzes, and assignments will be made up within 7 schools days.

4. If you ae present the day the test/quiz is announced, you are expected to take it the day it is given. This applies to projects as well.

5. Some oral activities and participation exercises may be made up; however, certain oral exercises cannot be recreated outside of the classroom time.

Recovery Plan: Any student with a failing cumulative grade or a significant decline in achievement at the end of the 6 or12 week grading period may be eligible for a recovery plan designed to provide an additional opportunity for mastery of the courses objectives. It is the student’s responsibility to request a recovery plan from the instructor.

Components of the Recovery Procedure:


1. All assigned work must be completed in order for a student to be eligible for recovery (i.e., no zeros in the grade book)


2. Students should make an appointment to request recovery by completing and submitting a “Request for Recovery” form to the teacher within three days of learning of the failure or achievement decline.


3. The nature of recovery assignment is to be determined by the teacher and may consist of a test, research project, report, etc., designed to show the student’s mastery of the course objectives.


4. Recovery work must be completed in the time period designated by the teacher.


5. No recovery assignments will be made during the last two weeks of the semester.
Expectations:

· Be in your seat ready to learn with all materials before the tardy bell rings.
· No personal grooming, sleeping, or working on other homework is allowed.

· Do not use vulgar or offensive language. Harassment of any kind is forbidden.

· You cannot have backpacks, food, candy, drinks (only water bottles are allowed), cell phones, media players, or other disruptive items in the classroom. If you pass or write notes during a lesson, they become teacher’s property.

· Do not talk unless you raise your hand.

· Eating, drinking or chewing gum is not allowed in this class.

· Students will abide by all Centennial High School policies and will understand that consequences will result if they choose to disobey these policies. 

Consequences for not complying expectations:

Class disruptions will not be tolerated. If a student is disruptive in class she or he will first be given a verbal warning and the parent will be notified. A student will receive a referral to the administration on the next offense. Offensive and inappropriate language and/or behavior will result in an immediate detention (no warning)
Extra help session or make up work: It is necessary to sign up with me in advance.
