Expectations:   Students should be prepared for class with a pencil or pen, book, notebook, and paper. Students will not be allowed to leave the room to go get materials that were not brought to class!!! Students will be seated when the tardy bell rings and must begin the start-up activity assigned by the teacher. Other class expectations:

· Be respectful to adults and peers at all times.
· Be prepared with all appropriate materials.
· Be awake. Sleeping or having head down is not acceptable.
· Be on time. Tardiness will cause you to miss important information.
· Be engaged. Active learning comes when you are paying attention.
· Be an active participant. It makes the time pass faster.  
· Complete all class work and homework assignments by the expected due dates.
· Do not do work from other classes in this class. That subject area teacher and your parents WILL be notified.
· NO CELL PHONES ALLOWED

Quizzes:  Quizzes will be open note. If you come to class without your notes, you will NOT be allowed to leave the classroom to go get them. You may still take the quiz, however you will not have any notes from which to get answers. 

Tardies: Please arrive to class on time. The tardy policy for class is the same as the school policy found in your agenda.

Make-up Work: Students will earn a zero for any assignments missed due to unexcused absences.  Students are still responsible for any missed work for excused absences.  An assignment due the day of an absence is due first thing the next morning not during the next class. All work must be clearly labeled with your name, the date, the class period, and the assignment. Also mark “Make up work” on the top of the paper. ***It is the student’s responsibility to get the missed assignments. If you miss a test, this must be made up within 5 school days upon your return. You must make arrangements with your teacher to take the test.

Extra Credit: Extra credit will not be given. 

Recovery: Opportunities designed to allow students to recover from a low or failing cumulative grade will be allowed when all work required to date has been completed and the student has demonstrated a legitimate effort to meet all course requirements including attendance.
Students should contact the teacher concerning recovery opportunities.  Teachers are expected to establish a reasonable time period for recovery work to be completed during the semester.  All recovery work must be directly related to course objectives and must be completed ten school days prior to the end of the semester. Teachers will determine when and how students with extenuating circumstances may improve their grades.

Conference/Help Sessions: Students are welcome to ask for any assistance during the school day, or e-mail.  Students may request extra help and can set up an appointment with the teacher before or after school sessions.  Parents may schedule conferences by calling or e-mailing the instructor.  Please note parents: that the student should approach the instructor for help before a parent should call the instructor. Please do not wait until the last minute or the day before a test to ask for help! 

Detention: Detention is at the teacher’s discretion either before or after school.  If a student receives detention the student must stay after class and ask when and where the detention will be completed.  The student will receive a detention slip as a reminder.

Plagiarism Statement: Any cheating, copying, or misrepresentation on the part of the student will result in an automatic double zero for the student.
