Class Participation:  Class participation is critical in school.  This is especially true for a Social Studies class. A formal class participation grade will be given.
Make-up Work:  If a student misses an assignment, it is their responsibility to make up that work. Teachers will determine when and how students with extenuating circumstances may improve their grades.
