Course Description:

Spanish II H is an intensive course that moves at a rapid pace and it is designed to facilitate the understanding and appreciation for the Spanish language and culture. Students will continue to develop the skills that they learned in Spanish I in the areas of listening, speaking, reading, and writing. Appropriate questions and situations will be incorporated in working towards proficiency. Emphasis will also be placed on learning about different Hispanic cultures of the world.

This course requires outside preparation for each class. Learning a foreign language requires consistency and 
persistency; for that reason, if you spread the work out, it will be not difficult and you will learn the language step by step.

Course Content: 

Thematic units of study throughout the year include: Introductions, Daily Routines, Travel arrangements, Relationships, Celebrations, Health and Fitness, Entertainment, Fashion, and Occupations. These topics will be presented with a cultural backdrop of various Spanish speaking cultures including Costa Rica, Mexico, Argentina, The Dominican Republic, and Spain. Finally, we will read the novel, “La Catrina” and watch and discuss the corresponding video series.
· To get a jump start on the units we will study this year, I suggest:

· Taking a field trip with your family to use Spanish at the Hispanic grocery stores, bakeries and restaurants on Buford Highway in Norcross, head to the 5700 block of Buford Highway where there are Hispanic shopping centers on both sides of the road.

· Watching Spanish TV channels, listening to music and reading the newspaper in Spanish.

Spanish stars
              www.colby.edu/~bknelson/exercises
www.studyspanish.com/shandbookhtm 
www.conjuguemos.com/spanish
Assessment and Evaluation: 

There will be frequent and varied assessments throughout the semester. Throughout the course will be both oral and 
written tests (every two to three weeks), and oral and written quizzes, daily oral participation, homework, projects,

presentations, and compositions. The percentages breakdown into the following:

HOMEWORK/CLASSWORK: 15%  Only complete assignments will receive full credit. Homework will generally be

graded for completeness only, and every attempt should be made to work as accurately as possible. All assignments will be

collected at the beginning of class; so, any paper turned in after collection will be considered late. Late homework will NOT
be accepted. Assignments must be complete to receive the credit; incomplete assignments will not be accepted. If you are
absent, the assignments are due on the day you are back. 
ORAL EVALUATIONS: 35% Your grade will be determined by your ability and willingness to communicate in Spanish

and your ability to comprehend the language. Evaluations will include frequent activities such as listening assessments, role

plays, presentations, group activities, class discussions, pronunciation assessments, daily participation, skits, oral components

of tests, quizzes, class work, etc.

WRITTEN EVALUATIONS: 35% Includes tests (one major test per chapter), quizzes (both announced and unannounced),

projects, and essays.

SEMESTER EXAM: 15% of total grade. The semester exam will be a cumulative exam covering everything from that semester.

Honor Code Addendum:

In addition to the items stated in the handbook under Honor Code Violations, it is the policy of the World Language Department that the following are also in violation of the honor code:
· Copying or paraphrasing from web sites without attribution or acknowledgement.

· Using on-line translator or grammar check for graded written or oral work.

· Reading of foreign language literary works in the English translation and use of translation as personal work.

Expectations:
1. Students will participate on a regular basis using Spanish (not English) to the best of their ability. Optimal participation includes –but it is not limited to-  bring all materials to class, use of Spanish, be attentive in class by listening, raising hand, willingness to participate, cooperation to group work, and respect towards the class and your peers. Being present in class is not enough. Be ready to use Spanish and open to a new culture.
2. Respect all people and property. Treat others as you would like to be treated.

3. Do not use vulgar or offensive language. Harassment of any kind is forbidden.

4. Students will come to class on time. 

5. Students will bring textbooks, pens, pencils, notebook, binder, dictionary, homework, and other necessary materials to class. DO NOT BRING BOOKS OR HOMEWORK FOR ANOTHER SUBJECT. Students may not return to the locker after the bell rings. If a student must return to the locker to retrieve material, the student will receive a tardy. 

6. YOU CANNOT HAVE BACKPACKS, CELL PHONES, MEDIA PLAYERS, OR OTHER DISRUPTIVE  ITEMS IN THE CLASSROOM. If you pass or write notes during a lesson, they become teacher’s property.
7. STUDENTS WILL NOT EAT IN THE CLASSROOM. NO GUM! It interferes with your ability to use the language.

8. NO PERSONAL GROOMING, SLEEPING, OR WORKING ON OTHER HOMEWORK IS ALLOWED.

9. Please use the 5 minutes passing time to take care of personal needs. Your hall pass will be your agenda, bring it with you daily. PLEASE KEEP REQUESTS TO LEAVE CLASS TO A MINIMUM.
