Additional handouts, instructions, assignments, slide presentations, and notes will be given to you throughout the semester; you must have a notebook or folder to keep up with these.  A CD of the class notes can be burned for you if you bring in a CD-R.  Photocopies of the notes will be available in the media center for you to make their at your own cost.  Please note that additional information will be given during slide lectures that might not be found in the notes.  The notes are a supplement to the discussions held in class.

Units:  

First semester, you will explore the history of art from the Paleolithic to Early Gothic eras; second semester will cover Early Renaissance to 20th Century Art.  There is a large amount of information involved with this class both in slide presentations and readings outside of class time.  The course is a roughly chronological survey primarily of architecture, sculpture and painting within a variety of historical, cultural, political, religious, and economic contexts. Students will be asked to consider themes such as patronage, gender, colonialism, nationalism, and technology. They will also be asked to contemplate philosophical questions related to quality, value, originality, and the function or role of both art and the artist within specific historical contexts.  
You will keep a Visual Journal in which you will sketch out conceptual ideas covered in lecture.  Your journal will also include written reflections about artworks from this semester as per the journal outlines. This journal will be turned in at the end of the semester.

Students will be given specific objectives and grading criteria for each assignment.  Students are expected to complete each assignment and turn it in on time.  Projects and assignments turned in late will receive a penalty of 10 points off the final grade per week until completion.  The total semester grade will be based on the following:

You will notice that for some chapters there are very specific parts you will read. We will cover the majority of ideas in class discussions.  In some chapters you will read the entire chapter because we will not have enough time in the year to cover some areas.  Images will be selected from these chapters and will be represented on your tests!  I will limit the images from these chapters to the ones that are marked with a CD symbol next to it.

You could photo-copy or scan and print images from the textbook to use in your AP Art History Journal entries.   PLEASE note that tests dates/weeks may change depending on how fast we are moving.
