Course Overview: This year-long course will cover the history of the United States from the first European settlements in the New World through the present-day Obama Administration.  This course will follow the GPS for U.S. History as outlined by the new Georgia state standards.  There will normally be on major assessment for each unit listed below.  
Units of Study:
Unit One: Colonial Era (3 weeks)
· The movement of people, ideas and goods has a profound influence on a society
· Colonies frequently develop a different social and political system different from their mother country.
· Nations build upon compromise and conflict.
· Democracies build upon the ideas in individualism and reform.  
Unit Two: Revolution to Constitution (3 weeks)
· Ideas and interests that are in direct conflict with existing governments may cause revolutions.
· The philosophical principles of American democracy were laid with the Declaration of Independence, the United States Constitution and the Bill of Rights.
· Fighting a war comes at a great cost.
· Individuals play a role in creating a nation.
· Nations build upon both compromise and conflict.  
Unit Three: Creating a Nation (3 weeks)
· Territorial and economic growth causes change in politics and society.
Unit Four: A Divided Nation (3 weeks)
· The failure to follow the principles of compromise and consensus often leads to conflict and division.
· Fighting a war involves planning and sacrifice.
· Individuals play a role in creating a nation.
· The federal government plays a role in mandating political and social change.
Unit Five: Expansion and reform (4 weeks)
· Territorial and economic growth causes change in politics and society.
· Changes in the economy often bring about social and political changes.
· Individuals play a role in creating a nation.  
Unit Six: Becoming a World Power (2 weeks)
· A nation’s foreign policy changes to ensure that the nation’s interests are protected and advanced.
· Conflicts have wide-ranging and long-term effects.
Unit Seven: National Crisis (4 weeks)
· Economic depressions have many causes and multiple effects.
· Government plays a role in mandating political and social change.
· Fighting a war comes at a great cost.
· Conflicts have wide-ranging and long-term effects.


Unit Eight: America as a World Power (4 weeks)
· Conflicts impact domestic and international politics.
· A nation’s foreign policy changes to insure that the nation’s interests are protected and advanced.  
Unit Nine: Post WWII Domestic Changes (4 weeks)
· Wars affect the economic prosperity of a country.
· For a democracy to be strong and sustaining, all of its citizens should have equal political, social and economic rights.
Unit Ten: Changing Political Ideologies: Carter-Barack Obama (3 weeks)
· National politics are often defined in terms of ideology.
· A nation’s foreign policy changes to ensure that the nation’s interests are protected and advanced.
Classroom Expectations:
1. Please be on time
2. Please respect you classmates and me at all times.
a. Please let me know if you feel that you are not being treated fairly.  Vigilante justice will not be necessary.

Evaluation: Grades in this class will be assigned on a points system, which means that one point on a daily assignment is worth the same as one point on a test.  Fifteen percent of your points will be determined by the final/EOCT.

Recovery: Opportunities designed to allow students to recover from a low or failing cumulative grade will be allowed when all work required to date has been completed and the student has demonstrated a legitimate effort to meet all course requirements including attendance.  Students should contact the teacher concerning recovery opportunities.  Teachers are expected to establish a reasonable time period for recovery work to be completed during the semester.  All recovery work must be directly related to course objectives and must be completed ten school days prior to the end of the semester.  
Make-up Work: Make=up work will be given on a one-to-one ratio.  For example, if you miss two days, you will have two days to make up missed work.  If the work is not completed by the end of the given time period, a zero (0) will be assigned for any missing work.  
· It is your responsibility to contact me about missed assignments.  
· Long-term assignments are due on the date assigned.  IF the student is absent on the date due, assignments are due on the date that the student returns to school.
