Units:  We will cover units 1-6. The topics to be discussed will include family and relationships, vacation, animals, leisure time, sports, daily routine, house, body parts and transportation.

Course Description:  The second year course will focus on understanding and speaking the French language as well as reading and writing activities.  Students will be introduced to francophone culture and the use of technology in language acquisition. Topics covered will include holidays, personal information, greetings, introductions, daily routines, weekend activities, food in our daily lives, leisure time, making plans and arranging times, health, sports, where you live, clothing and accessories, travel and person transportation.

Make-ups/Late Assignments:  Please read carefully and follow the Centennial High School policy on make-ups as printed in your agenda.
