Textbook:  A variety of sources will be used in this course. These include texts from French textbooks, literary sources, listening comprehension materials, and materials from internet sites.

Course Description:  The advanced level French course focuses on the mastery of the four language skills of understanding, speaking, reading and writing.  Students will read current event articles, French literary works, listen to French podcasts, and work on oral proficiency through class presentations and recorded activities.

French IV Honors and Advanced Placement French is a combined class. However, French IV Honors students will write shorter written compositions and prepare shorter oral presentations than students at the Advanced Placement level

CHS Hub:  All assignments and handouts will be posted on CHS Hub.  Due to budgetary constraints I will be posting as many of the hand outs as possible on the Hub and ask that you print them at home.

Evaluation:  All student evaluations will be done through a combination of oral and written quizzes/ test and projects in addition there will be notes for  oral & general participation in class.  All grades are entered into HAC and normally appear within 1 week of the due date.  The participation points will not appear on HAC until the end of the grading period.  

Late papers, projects, presentations etc. will receive a grade penalty of 10% per day.  No late homework will be accepted except for excused absences.
