Evaluation
Students are expected to show their work and explain all answers at all times.  Partial credit can and will be given provided that work is shown and answers explained.  All work must be done in pencil.  Work will not be accepted in ink.   Once a topic has been covered in class, students are expected to demonstrate proficiency at any time thereafter.  Students should review on their own throughout  the year.  Students who need extra help should make an appointment to meet with the instructor after school.  All grades will be given on a 0-100% scale.  Parents can track student grades on the Internet.  Access codes can be obtained through the office.
Honor Code Violations  (Plagiarism and Cheating  -  See student handbook)
An honor violation is defined as giving or receiving, in any form, information related to a graded experience, either inside or outside of class.  See the student handbook for school policy.  Policy will be strictly followed.
Homework: Homework will be checked on a daily basis for completeness only.  Every attempt should be made to work all assigned problems as accurately as possible.  Usually odd numbered problems will be assigned and can be checked at home with the answers in the back of the book.  It is the responsibility of the student to ask questions the next day, concerning any problems they did not understand.  Problems identified will be explained on the board before beginning a new topic.
Quizzes:  Announced and unannounced Quizzes will be given throughout each chapter.   Students must finish in the allotted time.  Extra time will not be given unless the school specifies accommodations.
Tests:  Tests will be giving at the end of each chapter.  There will be a calculator and no-calculator  part to most tests.  Students must finish in the allotted time.  Extra time will not be given unless the school specifies accommodations.
Projects: There will be projects assigned  each Semester.  Theses will count as Test grades during the grading period they are due.  
Group Activities:  Group Activities will be used throughout the year.  Grades will be determined by completion and cooperation.
Classroom Expectations 
1. All school policies and rules as printed in the Centennial High School Agenda will be enforced in the Classroom.
2. Attend Class daily.  Important material is missed when you are not in class.

3. Be on time to class.  The school tardy policy will be strictly enforces.

4. Bring all required material to class daily (Pencils, notebook paper, book, three-ring binder, calculator).  Work will only be accepted if done in PENCIL (no ink!!!)  If the students wishes to have access to a calculator at home the student should purchase a TI-84 Plus graphing calculator, as the calculators at school are for classroom use only.   Passes will not be given to go back to lockers for forgotten items.

5. Be courteous, respectful, and helpful at all times.  Ask for permission before borrowing anything.

6. Participate appropriately in class discussion.  Raise your hand and wait to be called on to speak.
7. Be cooperative and respectful toward all faculty (including substitute teachers), staff, and administrators.

8. Food items and drinks are not to be brought into the classroom.  Water in a clear plastic bottle is permitted.
9. Take proper care of all school-owned equipment and facilities.  Keep the classroom neat and orderly.

10. Visit the restroom and water fountain between classes.  Passes to leave class will be written only for emergencies.  Your agenda contains your hall pass.  Bring it every day.
Make-up Work Policy (see Handbook )
Attendance is very important.  Excessive absences will likely prevent students from successfully completing this course.  It is solely the student’s responsibility to make contact with the teacher to initiate all make-up work. I encourage you to obtain at least two phone numbers of other classmates who can be contacted for make-up work or assistance with assignments. Please review the policy stated in your student agenda.  A calendar of daily  assignments will be posted in the classroom.  All Test and Quizzes must be made up either before or after school.  See the instructor to schedule a time.
TAG 
If a student misses class because of a TAG seminar, it is the student’s responsibility to complete that day’s work and have any homework assignment completed the next day.
Recovery Policy   (as per County, School, and Department policy)
